UMPIRES

e \Wear a mask if unable to distance.

e BYO labelled drink bottle and sanitiser

. Check-in with Jeanette for her to mark
your attendance

e Remind players to avoid unnecessary
contact (no high fives, hugs)

e Don’t sign scoresheets or player vote
cards

e Don’t gather in the Umpire room —
wait outside.

e Remind Coaches to wipe goal posts
after their game
e Maintain 1.5m distance at all times

COACHES

e Wear a mask if unable to distance.

e BYO labelled drink bottle and sanitiser

. Record your contact details on the
scoresheet

e Remind players to avoid unnecessary
contact (no high fives, hugs)

e Provide spare bibs and limit changes

e Don’t use bibs for more than 1 team

e Wipe all equipment after each game
(including goal post)

e Maintain 1.5m distance at all times

SCORERS/TEAM MANAGERS

e Wear a mask if unable to distance

e BYO pen

e BYO labelled drink bottle and sanitiser

e Record contact details of coaches, players
and any other officials(you) on scoresheet

 Collect scoresheet from Pavilion (boards

disinfected in between each game)

e Remind those parent/guardians who must
attend, to stand away from the court,
maintaining 1.5m distance

e Don’t ask Umpires to sign scoresheet or
select Best & Fairest votes

e Use disinfectant wipes(outside Pavilion) to
wipe goal post padding after your game.

e Hand completed scoresheet to
Timekeepers, and place scoreboard in
marked tubs in Pavilion
